HNPCA, Peterson Park Improvement Association 
and Friends of Peterson Park, the park’s advisory 
council, are asking the Chicago Park District to 
permanently stop holding Trails of Terror, the an-
nual Halloween event in Peterson Park.  The coa-
lition thanks Alderman Laurino for stepping in and 
responding to their concerns.  Because of her 
work with the park district the event will not take 
place in Peterson Park in 2011.   
 

This coalition is not anti-Halloween but strongly 
believes that the event in its current size and   

   

form is not environmentally sustainable and is 
destroying the woods and causing permanent  
damage.  They believe that one year is not 
enough time for the park and woods to be re-
stored; therefore, they plan to continue efforts to 
have the event permanently relocated.

The North Park Art Walk was a rousing success 
with almost 1000 attending the 2-day inaugural 
event.  Local business owners lent vacant space 
and storefronts that were magically converted to 
nine fine art galleries on Kedzie and Bryn Mawr.

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Northside College Prep High School  

 Hollywood-North Park Community Association 
has joined 8 other northwest side community or-
ganizations in the O’Hare Noise Coalition. The 
O’Hare Modernization Plan calls for adding/
extending 6 east-west runways that will bring 
more air traffic over our homes.  These runways 
go over Thorndale (5900 N), Pratt, Lawrence, 
Glenlake and other streets. The plan also calls 
for greatly increased traffic at night on the Thorn-
dale runway, right over Hollywood-North Park. 
Some of this is already occurring.  According to 
coalition chair Andy Ginocchio from the Sauga-
nash Community Assn., the coalition is backed 
by Congressman Quigley, Representative Scha-
kowsky, Aldermen Laurino and O’Connor and is 
working with the FAA to lessen the negative im-
pact on quality of life and potential reduction in 
property values.  Email

Our Neighborhood History 
HNPCA’ers joined writer Frances O'Cherony  
Archer’s discussion of the history of  our 
neighborhood at the September meeting.

Surely you have noticed the castle-like entrance to 
Bohemian National Cemetery at 5255 N. Pu-
laski!  Established in 1877, this historic 124-acre Gar-
den of the Dead is unusual in many ways.  Although 
chartered as an eternal resting place for persons of 
Czech (Bohemian) and Slovak ancestry, from the be-
ginning it was open to everyone.  Come in anytime 
the gates are open and drive around to see the beauti-
ful, artistic monuments and buildings.  Placed on the 
National Register of Historic Places in 2006, our not-
for-profit cemetery also has the distinction of a sepa-
rate not-for-profit 501c3 organization, Friends of Bohe-
mian National Cemetery. 
 

Friends of BNC was chartered in 2004 with the mis-
sion to promote the historical significance, enhance 
the beauty, and preserve the artistic heritage of the 
cemetery.  Our organization of about 300, sponsors 
three tours of the cemetery yearly, two meetings, spe-
cial events, and does fundraising to restore the old 
buildings.  Many volunteers do projects such as rewir-
ing, gardening, and refurbishing the chapel. 
 

Some recent projects included writing a booklet about 
the Columbarium/Crematorium, the domed building 
just to the east of the office.  Donations, including a 
grant from the Czech government, help FBNC rebind 
the historic burial books in leather and restore stained 
glass windows.   
 

One of the truly unique new things at BNC is the 
"Eternal Skybox" - the Cubs wall as we call it!  It is a 
replica of the wall at Wrigley Field, and Cubs fans can 
be inurned there with a special plaque featuring the 
Cubs insignia.  Sod dug up from Wrigley Field has 
been laid in front with former bleacher seats and even 
a home plate in the area.
